B. Discussion and possible action on Road Improvement Program
RECOMMENDATION/ACTION TAKEN:

Two years ago we were instrumental in getting a legislature change which has allowed the county to help with the assessments, such as single roads and relatively short roads.  County engineer wanted to complete smaller roads prior to starting Oakwood Creek.  Randy/ Oscar/ Zelvin had meeting last week with Gerald Roberts and Stephanie.  There are a lot of details in re-doing the existing roads, such as paperwork etc.   Oakwood Creek will also include County Road 609.  Oakwood Creek area has more roads to include, and more complex, multiple roads.  There are also some drainage issues.  A preliminary petition has been requested again for Oakwood Creek.   At this time we have received good response from Commissioners Court and Engineers office.   The County will take these into their system and Village won’t have to deal with these road issues again. Next step for Oakwood Creek is to get the petition started. Need to communicate to involved parties that the assessment – gives you five years to pay back.  If you sell your house the assessment must be paid first. Pecan Estates and Sally Lake were completed by property owner. 
Randy will contact Jim and see what options are available. 

Engineers office will mail out ballots and they have ten days to respond.  Elections Department  does the tabulations and then that is presented to the Court.   

All of this falls under a timeline and must be adhered to. 
Randy and Zelvin will put something together and distribute per email.   50% plus one must  be received in order for assessment to be a go.
