PUBLIC COMMENTS: 
Dean Bolton spoke regarding the road conditions at Sally Lake.  They want to blacktop the road and make it as equitable as possible.  County proposed to charge everyone equally.  The purpose of these roads is to give the landowners access to their property. 

Board of Aldermen determined that they wanted four (4) separate projects.   50% swings vote

Randy read a letter regarding local agreement to everybody.  

January 8th is the next court meeting.  Public hearing is on January 31st.  After January 8th it will be about a 90 day time line to go through the vote process.  Each subdivision will be separate.   Oakwood Creek will be a little behind due to them being a larger subdivision. 

Petitions are needed before January 3rd to get to Commissioners Court.  When they go to Court, it has to be a consensus versus majority. 

Westwood is a done deal.  They won’t need a petition.   Pecan Estates is working on petition.  Oakwood Creek Estates will have numbers in January, and sometime early February they will have a Home Owners Meeting.  Then early March they will address Commissioner’s Court. 

Once agreed, voted, and passed, it is bought at current year contract price.
