ORDINANCE NO. 2005-1
CALL FOR GENERAL ELECTION

AN ORDINANCE OF THE VILLAGE OF BAILEY’S PRAIRIE, TEXAS, CALLING THE ANNUAL GENERAL ELECTION OF OFFICERS FOR SAID VILLAGE; PROVIDING FOR A MUNICIPAL ELECTION PRECINCT AND DESIGNATING THE POLLING PLACE THEREOF; ESTABLISHING THE QUALIFICATIONS FOR CANDIDATES FOR THE OFFICE; PROVIDING FOR APPLICATIONS AND LOYALTY OATHS FOR CANDIDATES AND FIXING A FILING DEADLINE; PROVIDING FOR THE QUALIFICATION OF ELECTORS; APPOINTING OFFICERS OF SAID ELECTION AND DESIGNATING THE NUMBER OF CLERKS TO ASSIST IN CONDUCTING SAID ELECTION AND THE COMPENSATION TO BE PAID THE ELECTION JUDGE AND CLERKS; PROVIDING FOR ABSENTEE VOTING; PROVIDING FOR A RATIFICATION AND CONFIRMATION BY THE MAYOR OF SAID ACTION TAKEN BY THIS ORDINANCE; AND PROVIDING A METHOD OF PUBLICATION FOR THIS ORDINANCE.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF THE VILLAGE OF BAILEY’S PRAIRIE, TEXAS:

SECTION ONE – ANNUAL GENERAL ELECTION CALLED

Pursuant to provision of Section 22.023, et seq., Texas Local Government Code, the Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the Village of Bailey’s Prairie, Texas hereby order and ordain, respectively, that an annual election shall be held in and throughout the Village of Bailey’s Prairie, Texas, on the first Saturday in May, 2005, being the 7th day of May, A.D. 2005, between the hours of 7:00 o’clock am and 7:00 o’clock pm., for the purpose of electing the following named officers of the Village of office; to-wit: 

Alderman – Dave Bleakney
Alderman – Oscar Greak, III
Alderman – Greg Marsh
SECTION TWO – MUNICIPAL ELECTION PRECINCT AND POLLING PLACE

For the purpose of the general annual election called and ordained by this ordinance, the entire Village of Bailey’s Prairie, Texas shall constitute one (1) municipal election precinct and polling place therefore shall be Village of Bailey’s Prairie, Village Hall, 1680 Jimmy Phillips Blvd., located on the north side of State Highway 35 between State Highway 521 North and State Highway 521 South, within the corporate limits of said Village. 

SECTION THREE – CANDIDATES, APPLICATIONS AND FILING FEE

Everyone who has attained the age of 18 years, who has resided within the incorporated limits of the Village of Bailey’s Prairie, Texas, for a period of six months next preceding the last day on which candidates application for a place on the ballot could be delivered to the Mayor, as hereinafter provided, shall be eligible to become a candidate for the office of Aldermen of the Village of Bailey’s Prairie, Texas, by filing a sworn application in writing containing the matters set out in Section 141.031, Texas Election Code with the Secretary of the Village of Bailey’s Prairie, Texas, no sooner than the 75th day and later than 5:00 o’clock pm on the 45th day preceding the date hereinabove specified of said election, being February 5, 2005, and March 7, 2005, respectively.

SECTION FOUR – ELECTORS

Every person eligible to vote under the provisions of the Texas Election Code who is a resident of the Village of Bailey’s Prairie, Texas, and who is registered to vote in the precinct where and on the day on which he or she votes shall be entitled to vote at said election. 

SECTION FIVE – OFFICERS OF ELECTION AND COMPENSATION THEREOF

The Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the Village of Bailey’s Prairie, Texas, hereby appoint Anne Mae Earls as presiding Judge of said election and ________________________ as alternate presiding judge of said election.  The Judge who actually conducts said election is hereby authorized to appoint not less than two nor more than two clerks to assist in conduction of said election, one of whom shall be the said alternate presiding judge named herein in the event the said presiding judge named herein actually conducts said election.  The presiding judge, alternate presiding judge and clerk shall also serve as the absentee ballot board in the election.  The rate of pay of the judge who actually presides at said election and each of the clerks appointed who actually work at said election shall be $5.00 per hour for each hour actually worked.  None of them shall be paid for any period of time subsequent to two hours after the official time for closing the polls or subsequent to two hours after the official time for closing the polls or subsequent two hours after voting is concluded by all voters offering themselves for voting during the regular voting hours, which ever is the latest.  Upon delivering the returns of said election to the Secretary of the Village of Bailey’s Prairie, Texas, the judge who actually presides at said election shall also be entitled to the sum of $25.00 for such service provided such judge also returns all ballot boxes and election supplies not used at the same time. 
The Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the Village of Bailey’s Prairie, Texas, hereby appoint an early voting balloting board consisting of ___________________________, who shall be the presiding judge of said board in the same manner as provided above for the appointment of the election officers for the regular polling place.  The absentee balloting board shall possess the same qualification, be subject to the same laws and penalties, and be paid the same way as the regular election officials; provided, however, that each member of such board may be paid in an amount not to exceed the compensation payable for ten (10) hours of work if the time spent by the board in performing its duties is less than that (10) hours. 

SECTION SIX – ABSENTEE VOTING

The Secretary of the Village of Bailey’s Prairie, Texas, or her appointee, is hereby authorized to conduct early voting beginning on the 20th day preceding and ending on the fourth day preceding the day hereinabove specified for said election, being April 20, 2005,  and May 3, 2005, respectively, said absentee voting to be conducted at Bailey’s Prairie, Village Hall within the Village of Bailey’s Prairie, Texas, between the hours of 5:30pm and 8:30pm, on every day except Saturday, Sunday, and legal holidays. 
SECTION SEVEN – METHOD OF VOTING AND CONDUCTING ELECTION

All absentee voting and all voting on the day named above or the holding of said general annual election shall be by means of paper ballots.  This manner of holding said election will be governed by the laws of the State of Texas governing general elections and as provided in this Ordinance.  The Secretary of the Village of Bailey’s Prairie, Texas, is hereby authorized and directed to procure the necessary supplies for said election, and if further authorized and directed to do and perform any and all other acts required by the Texas Election Code of City Secretaries conducting municipal elections and to do and perform any and all other acts required by the applicable laws of the United States of America. 

SECTION EIGHT – NOTICE OF ELECTION

The Mayor of the Village of Bailey’s Prairie, Texas, is hereby authorized and directed to issue a notice of said election, to cause the same to be posted for at least 21 days prior to the date named above for the holding of said general annual election at the place within the incorporated limits of the Village of Bailey’s Prairie, Texas, normally used to post notices of meetings of the Board of Aldermen, and to be published in the Brazosport Facts, a newspaper published in Brazoria County, Texas, having a general circulation within the corporate limits of said Village not less than ten nor more than 30 days before the date named above for the holding of said general annual election. 
SECTION NINE – RATIFICATION AND CONFIRMATION BY MAYOR

By signing this Ordinance, the undersigned Mayor of the Village of Bailey’s Prairie, Texas, hereby ratifies and confirms as his action all matters hereinabove recited which by law come within his jurisdiction. 

SECTION TEN – EFFECTIVE DATE

This Ordinance shall be effective immediately upon its passage and approval.
